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Letter from an Adopter:

Dear Seattle Humane Society,

Even though we're told it'’s just “the honeymoon period,”
our experience has been that with shelter pets, it only gets
better! But here’s our honeymoon report:

We brought Gus, a 6-month-old German Wirehaired
Pointer mix, home with us in September. Because we had
had a beloved orange Tom cat named Gus, renaming was
the first order of business and, considering that my family
includes two outspoken teenagers, this was no easy matter.
My 18 -year-old became “Name Project Manager’ and
carefully catalogued the possibilities: “Is he Dragon, Jack
or Hendrix? What about Sebastian, Baxter or Winston?’
Eventually, Gus became Hen3ry (the ‘3’ is silent, of course)
and when we decided that he was probably more related
to the Griffons than the German Wirehaired, he became
Hen3ry Griffon.

Hen3ry Griffon has been taught how to potty like a big dog
by his new brother Teddy (Seattle Humane Newfoundland
mix, adopted in 2005), who has also introduced him to
the wonders of stealing apples from the neighbor’s tree and
looking up to Chihuahua brother, Mike, if he wants to be
allowed on the bed. He has charmed both dogs and humans
at Luther Burbank off-leash park where he is happy to run
and chase or be chased! He also swims and (best of all),
immediately comes when called.

Our vet thinks he’s some kind of Doodle, but agrees that
whatever he is, he's quite a guy! The biggest surprise is that
the cat seems to think that Hen3ry Griffin may just be
trainable after all.

A feral cat is one who has had little or no contact with
people, is not socialized, and survives on his or her own
outdoors. At many shelters, being categorized as feral
i1s a death sentence for kitties. But not at the Seattle
Humane Society.

When we first met Camilla, a 5-year-old stray tuxedo
cat, she was extremely fearful of people and deemed
“feral” by an animal control agency. However, after
only a few days of safety, routine, and human inter-
action at Seattle Humane, we began to see a change in
her. Camilla began to recognize people, became familiar
with food bowls and even knew how to use a litter box.
With just a little time to adjust, Camilla showed us that
she was capable of being a wonderful pet. After one
year of patient love and care, Camilla was adopted by
a loving family.

Camilla helped us realize that maybe there were many
more cats who just needed a chance to become re-
acclimated to family life. This inspired a place on our
campus for feral cats that we call “Camilla’s Cottage,”
which houses eight kitties comfortably. Some come in as
strays, while others are trapped and released to us, and
still others are surrendered to us by members of the
community from their own backyards. David Loewe,
Seattle Humane Society’s newly appointed CEO says, “I
enjoyed fostering Camilla and even had her in my office
for several months. It was a joy to watch her transfor-
mation from a shy kitty to one that demanded lap-time
throughout the day.”

Bruce, an 11-year-old kitty, was found as a stray and
brought to Seattle Humane. Bruce looked and acted like
a true feral when he arrived. He was brawny, scrappy and
scarred up, and hissed at us whenever we came near him
or his cubby. After several weeks as a guest in Camilla’s
Cottage, where he received care and attention, food, and
a safe place to rest, Bruce seemed to realize (or perhaps
remember) that people aren’t so bad after all! In fact,
he proved to be one of the most loving and cuddly cats
we have ever had the pleasure of knowing. Our Lead
Adoption Advisor, Jennifer Juroch, felt a special con-
nection with Bruce and cared for him for many months
before deciding to adopt him.

In four years,
Camilla’s Cottage has
housed a total of 183
cats initially deemed
“feral.” Seventy three
adopted
homes of their own,

61 were transferred

were into

to barn placements,
22 were transferred

to cat sanctuaries, and

Camilla

6 were reunited with
their previous owners. That’s 162 cats literally given
a second chance at life. Cat Program Manager Sarah
Walker says, “I have learned so much about cat behavior
and about a cat’s capacity to adapt thanks to Camilla’s
Cottage. I feel very fortunate that Seattle Humane does
not put deadlines on our pets. It has taught me to never
judge a cat based on how they first behave here and to
never underestimate a cat’s ability to grow and change.”

We could not have saved so many lives without the
support of our dedicated staff and rescue partners. A
special thanks in particular to staff members Walker,
Juroch, and Jordan Olsen for their dedication, passion,
and patience. They have all been instrumental in the
success of Camilla’s Cottage.

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The Lexus Fund: Duncan’s Story

Obesity has become an epidemic
among people in the United
States, and our pets are suffering,
too. Just as with people, obesity
in pets can lead to a variety of
other health conditions including
heart problems, diabetes, arthritis,
and bloat. Duncan, a 9-year-old
Dalmatian mix, was surrendered
to Seattle Humane in a sorry
state. His owners had neglected
his health and he had become
severely obese, so much so that
it was difficult for him to walk,
stand, or even sit comfortably.

One day, a member of our kennel staff noticed that Duncan wasn’t feeling well. Our
vet department determined that Duncan was suffering from bloat and he was rushed to
emergency surgery. According to Seattle Humane’s Medical Director, Dr. Brad Crauer,
DVM, gastric dilatation and volvulus (GDV), also known as “bloat,” occurs in dogs
when the stomach dilates and twists into an abnormal position, closing oft” the openings
leading in from the esophagus and out to the intestines. Duncan would have died if his
condition had gone unnoticed for so much as another hour.

Thanks to the Lexus Fund for shelter dogs who need extra medical care, we were able
to save Duncan’s life with emergency surgery. Staft filtered in and out of the surgery
room all day to check on Duncan until it was announced over the loud speaker that he
was okay. The entire campus cheered! He recovered from surgery in a volunteer foster
home with Whitney Mason. With daily exercise and a special food diet, Duncan lost

24 pounds and when it was time for
him to return to the shelter, Whitney
decided she couldn’t let him go.

Whitney wrote us to say, “Duncan
made himself” at home right away. He
enjoys his walks and has an uncanny
ability to find hidden tennis balls.
Duncan is proof that despite his size,
age, and a bad knee (from his weight
issues), he’s a good dog who still
enjoys life to the fullest!”

Duncan still likes to lounge after a long walk!

Reunited & It Feels So Good!

Here at the Seattle Humane Society, our mission is to bring
people and pets together and keep them together. Every day, the
experienced matchmakers in our Adoptions Department help
animal lovers find the perfect pet to suit their lifestyle - while
over on the other side of campus, in our Admissions Department,
we're busy reuniting lost pets with their owners.

In 2010, the Seattle Humane Society reunited 187 lost pets
with their families. Sometimes animals become lost by a simple
accident, such as when Timmy, a Shih Tzu, was let out for a
quick potty break after getting a bath. Timmy escaped from the
backyard and was found, soaking wet and smelling fresh as a
daisy, by a good citizen who brought him to Seattle Humane. We
scanned Timmy’s microchip, called his owners, and the whole
tamily showed up to retrieve him with joyful tears!

Other times, the stories are truly incredible with pets returned
home against all odds. Ellie, a Boston Terrier, was found as a
stray and, thanks to a microchip scanned at Seattle Humane, was
reunited with her family an incredible eight years after being
stolen from her own back door. Eventually, the family adopted
another Boston Terrier, but they never forgot about Ellie. They
were shocked to receive a phone call eight years later and raced
down to the shelter to retrieve her. Now Ellie is back at home
and spends her days with her senior Boston Terrier sister.
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Susan was reunited with her Brussels Griffon, Peanut, two years after
he went missing, thanks to a microchip scanned at Seattle Humane.
