Attendees will receive a 115-page Pet First
Aid Reference Guide and a DVD that covers first aid treatment for more than 70 canine health
conditions.

“The Dog First Aid workshop will give dog lovers the confidence they need to be there for their pet
during an emergency,” said Brenda Barnette, Chief Executive Officer of the Seattle Humane
Society.
