Emily Keegans, our Behavior Program Manager, 
answers common training questions.

Ask the Trainer
Question: 
We have a child and just adopted a dog. What can I do to ensure we 
live in harmony - not only with our new best friend, but with other 
dogs we encounter along the way?  

Answer: 
To give your kids the gift of unconditional love and acceptance 
with a canine best friend, spend time in the beginning teaching 
your dog and the youngster how to safely interact and enjoy each 
other.

Know your dog.  Start out by always being present when the child 
is getting to know the family dog. The child must understand not 
to take favorite toys or food from the dog. The child needs to 
understand that sleeping dogs should be allowed to rest. Show the 
child how to gently pet the dog. Do not leave children and dogs 
alone together. A normal child frolicking could fall on a dog and 
both could get hurt.

For safety, when you are out with a child and you see a dog on a 
leash on the street, model appropriate behavior for the youngster 
by asking if you can pet the dog before you approach.  

By taking a careful and caring approach to training your child and 
your dog, you will teach your child to safely play with friendly dogs.  
Best of all, you will give the child the opportunity to experience 
unconditional love and acceptance at its finest.

Puppy Mill Dogs: From Heartbreak to Hope
“I’d never seen so many animals in such poor condition,” says Seattle 
Humane Society shelter manager Katie Olsen. On January 31, 2009, 
she received a call from Skagit County law enforcement asking for 
help. They had just raided a puppy mill and were temporarily holding 
hundreds of dogs at the county fairgrounds. Katie and three volunteers 
loaded shelter vans with crates and rescued 57 filthy, neglected dogs who 
were welcomed at the shelter later that day with nutritious food, clean 
water, warm blankets and lots of TLC. An additional 27 dogs seized 
from a Snohomish County puppy mill arrived a few weeks later.

“We were all saddened at first and hated 
to imagine the conditions they’d been 
living in,” says Cindi Perry, vet clinic 
manager. “But then we just focused on 
their future and what we could do for 
them.” Volunteers visited the shelter 
daily in shifts to help staff care for 
these special dogs, bathing, grooming 
and socializing their charges. 

After the dogs were released by the 
courts, Seattle Humane Society foster 
coordinator Christy Thompson managed 
a network of foster volunteers who 

helped the dogs adjust to life in loving temporary homes before being 
adopted. Meanwhile, the vet clinic team partnered with local VCA hos-
pitals to treat the many dogs who needed surgical procedures. CEO 
Brenda Barnette welcomed two pregnant dogs into her Shoreline home 
where they delivered puppies. “This is the first time I’ve experienced 
‘working dogs’ who only know producing a puppy cash crop.  Yet they 
look at you wagging their tails with hopefulness,” says Brenda. Vol-
unteer Kathleen Evans of Bellevue fostered dogs who needed time to 
recover from surgery and says, “It’s a really good way to help and enjoy 
a pet with no strings—except the ones connected to your heart.”
