Animal Services back in April with both of his front
legs badly broken. It's believed this gentle giant
was hit by a car before arriving at the shelter.
Gunner had a long road to recovery ahead of him.

Despite the challenge of frequent dressing
changes and trying to walk on bandaged legs,
Gunner showed remarkable patience and resilience
throughout his healing journey. Having casts
wasn’t easy for a pup who loves to play outside,
but his sweet spirit never wavered. We used
Svanee’s Last Chance Fund to send Gunner to a
specialist for more imaging, and his prognosis was
positive. Our team decided to keep him splinted
for nearly three months while closely monitoring
the healing of his bones with additional imaging.

Even while still wearing his casts, Gunner stole the
spotlight walking the runway at our Tuxes & Tails
gala! Gunner’s model moment showcased not just
his handsome looks, but his inspiring journey and
the strength of our community’s support.

Today, we are thrilled to announce that Gunner's
legs are completely healed! He has been medically
cleared and is now officially available for adoption.
Currently enjoying the comfort of a loving foster
home, Gunner is ready to bring his gentle nature
and boundless spirit to a new family. A heartfelt
thank you to our incredible Rescue Squad and
everyone who supported Gunner’s care every step
of the way. Because of you, this brave boy has
gone from injury and uncertainty to being healthy,
happy and ready for his next big adventure.
